* After having to report our dire ynancial position
last January, | am thrilled to report that, along with
your sacriycial giving and support over these past
six months, we ended our 2009-2010 yscal year over
$130,000 in the black, greatly reducing the ynancial
burden on the school. Although we are not completely
fiout of the woodso at this point, we can now see our
way back to a position of ynancial strength.

We will
continue to need it as we seek to take the school to
the next level through improvements in our overall
program and upgrades to our facilities.

We are hoping that through this grant
match we will ynally be able to paint and renovate
the exterior of our elementary and MS/HS buildings.
We hope to complete this project in August before the
start of school.
*This summer we have given a facelift to our MS/HS
gymnasium. We want to thank Coaches Andy Price
and Vanessa Tress, Pastor Bill Collins and John Se-
ravalli (class of ‘07) for the time spent repainting the
walls, purchasing and hanging team photos of WCAGs
three state championship teams and painting and re-
waxing the gym poor. When you get a chance, stop

by and take a look! We plan to have the project com-
pleted by mid-August.

*Mr. Tony Ganus, out new IT administrator, recently
completed the facelift of our new website design. Al-
though it is up and running (check us out at ‘wcaea-
gles.org’) we will continue to keep information cur-
rent for the beneyt of everyone. Our new web based
communication program entitled fiRenWebo is soon
to become live as well. This program will provide
you much more current information on teacher’s les-
son plans, homework and your child’s grades, atten-
dance and discipline reports.

*QOther positive changes will also be occurring
throughout the coming year. With God as our con-
stant leader and provider, we will seek to do His will
in everything and through it provide the excellence
we are called to provide.

REMINDER TO ALL ATHLETES

Athletic physicals must be submitted to the second-
ary school ofyce no later than August 1 for athletes
planning to play in the fall sports season.

All athletes will be required to pay a $35 athletic fee
per player, per sport.
