I want begin by thanking you for all of your prayers,
gifts and concerns that you have expressed and freely given
since the distribution of our letters three weeks ago commu-
nicating our current ynancial position. Being transparent with
information such as this is humbling but also very necessary.
| also understand that it can be very frightening. That being
said, Warner Christian Academy is an educational institution
with a strong heritage and a solid support group of which each
of you is an integral part.

I want to continue by yrmly stating that WARNER
IS NOT CLOSING. I have heard rumors, and justiyably so,
based on the urgency of our most recent letters that WCA will
not be around in the Fall. That is UNTRUE and | am able to
personally conyrm that fact. As you will see, beginning with
this edition of the Warner World, we plan on keeping you fully
aware of the progress we are making through your generous
contributions to help us eliminate the debt which was com-
municated to you recently. As of the writing of this letter, we
have received over $43,500 in contributions and pledges to-
wards that end. We continue to receive contributions daily and
I want to thank you for your faithfulness. We will be pictur-
ing a “progress thermometer” in each future Warner World to
keep you updated. In addition, we have had very encouraging
conversations on the possibility of reynancing our loan that
would lead to being able to more effectively service our cur-
rent mortgage and potentially allow for increased cash pow.

As | communicated at our Monday, January 25 meet-
ing, | have fully and completely committed myself to person-
ally and knowledgeably oversee all future school budgets.
Since | have only been at Warner for two years, prior to this
year | had not been able to provide any real knowledgeable
insight into the formation of the annual budget. One year ago
I was ynally able to conydently provide that insight and now
income projections and collections along with monthly budget
forecasting indicate that we will ynish the 2009-2010 budget
year in the black! Increased enrollment has helped (and we are
constantly seeking ways to positively work with and provide a
quality education for each of your children), but we have also

cut unnecessary spending and have sought to be better
stewards of what God has blessed us with.

As we move forward, | also want to dismiss rumors
regarding ynancial aid. As we have always done in the past,
Warner WILL CONTINUE TO PROVIDE NECESSARY
NEED-BASED FINANCIAL AID. This will not change.
We will also continue to accept Step Up For Student (Chil-
drenbs First) Scholarships as well as McKay Scholarships.
In fact as we continue to grow, we will not only be able to
continue to offer this assistance but we will also be able to
increase the quality of our program and gain a much greater
foothold on ynancial stability!

This is your academy! God has simply entrusted its
leadership to me and to an outstanding and qualiyed faculty
and staff to oversee fifor such a time as this.0 I will not let
you down! Having served in Christian school administra-
tion for the past 26 years, | have dealt with many issues and
because of Godbs blessings have done so successfully. This
is just another challenge that God is leading us through,
and He WILL lead us through it successfully!

Thank you for your support and friendship. Even
as | have dealt with this daunting task, | am not discour-
aged and am committed to you and this school for many
years to come. | have been told that | am a man of action,
but | certainly am never too busy to hear from you. Let me
know your concerns as well as your gratefulness for this
ministry.
