Being a
Lifestyle Commitment, it is in effect at all times both on and off campus.

STUDENT COMMITMENT

By choosing to be enrolled at Warner Christian Academy, I understand that I am submitting to a Lifestyle Commitment. Even though
there may be aspects that I do not fully agree with, I will submit because (1) I respect my school and what it stands for, (2) I want to
be successful at WCA, and (3) I want to represent WCA and Christ well in the community.

Please initial each item below:

1. I will respect others by refusing to bring pain to them physically or emotionally. I understand that my words spoken to or
about others may be more harmful than bodily injury and that participating in gossip will harm my own reputation and will
damage school culture.

2. Whether a professing Christian or not, I will respect Christian teachings and will not mock or scorn biblical principles.

3. Recognizing my responsibility to care for my body as God’s temple, I agree to remain free from alcohol, tobacco, and
illegal drugs.

4. Out of respect for others and myself, I will abstain from sexual activity.

5. Understanding the power of entertainment in my thought life and that thoughts lead to action, I will choose entertainment
that is compatible with biblical principles. 1 will not view pornographic material or listen to music that encourages
immorality.
